DAY 1 Sunday Rome Fiumicino airport pick up and welcome to Abruzzo dinner (meals
included: Dinner)

e Rome Fiumicino airport pick up at 12:30 pm and transfer to the ancient Roman town
of Vasto on the Adriatic Coast after crossing beautiful Abruzzo mountains looking at
amazing landscapes, hilltop villages and castles

e Check in at the charming and family run Hotel dei 7 (or a similar accommodation) in the
historical downtown

e Get to know your local guide Fabrizio and learn more about the 7-day cultural and culinary
vacation

o Walk to a traditional restaurant to enjoy a welcome group dinner in the heart of Vasto

DAY 2 Monday Olive harvest, olive oil tasting and explore Vasto (meals included:
Breakfast, Tasting, Lunch, Dinner)

After a leisurely traditional breakfast made of freshly baked bread, whole fruit country-style
preserves, cake, pastries, coffee, tea and freshly squeezed juice:

o We'll visit an award-winning Olive Grove that has been farmed by Giovanni’s family for three
generations to produce DOP olive oils. He will unfurl the secrets of what Homer described as
“liquid gold”

o We'll walk through the olive trees to help to pick olives for a short time (if you prefer to relax

e Visit to the olive oil mill to learn the transformation process from olives to extra virgin olive oil
and to bottle your own by making extra virgin olive oil with the olives you picked in the morning

Amblingh, a promenade overlooking the fascinating crescent-shaped coastline, the old town
with its medieval Castle, charming lanes, a tower, the Cathedral and Piazza Rossetti,
dedicated to Gabriele Rossetti, a poet from the town and father of Dante Gabriel Rossetti, who
founded the Pre-Raphaelite Brotherhood

Before dinner, we’ll meet some local artisans or artists

Group dinner in a traditional restaurant in the heart of Vasto

DAY 3 Tuesday A visit to the market, make homemade pasta with Mamma, explore Punta
Aderci Nature Reserve (meals included: Breakfast, Cooking Lesson, Lunch)

AM

We’'ll walk and visit Vasto’s colorful market to get seasonal products. Here you’ll have the
possibility to practice a little bit of Italian even if you don’t speak any of it

Next we’ll drive to the beautiful countryside of Vasto where we’ll meet Fabrizio’s family to have
an exclusive cooking class with them and we’ll learn how easy it is to make fresh pasta and
we’ll be introduced to Abruzzo sauces

An example menu based on Fabrizio’s family recipes, includes Bread with meat sauce, Pasta
alla chitarra with meat sauce, polpette (meatballs) and Tarallucci (typical biscuits from
Abruzzo)

Lunch with the scrumptious dishes that we prepared in the morning, while enjoying the

In the afternoon we'll explore the Abruzzo coastline and we’ll have a short and easy walk inside
Punta Aderci Nature Reserve, one of the 12 most beautiful Italian beaches according to the

After breakfast we’ll make our way to a farmhouse where Pina and Berardino will reveal
the secrets of farming letting you immerse in an authentic slow food experience. You
could relax in the beautiful Abruzzo countryside ortake part into some or all of these
experiences

We’ll milk a sheep or a cow

We'll learn how to make a special bread called “pizza scima — stupid pizza”, a pizza without
yeast

After collecting some organic wine from their winery, we’ll have an aperitif including a taste of
their production: cheeses, salami and extra virgin olive oil



« Next we’ll learn how to prepare ricotta cheese

e Finally we’ll collect the fresh vegetables from their garden that will be used for our farm-to-
table lunch

e Adelicious traditional farm-to-table lunch will be prepared and served

o Almost everything we’ll eat is produced in the farm (wheat to produce the organic flour to
make different kinds of breads, cookies and fresh pasta together with eggs from their hens,
organic extra virgin olive oil, wines, liquors, juices, jams, cheeses, many varieties of salami,
meats and vegetables)

e In the afternoon, immersed in the nature and surrounded by amazing sceneries, we'll drive in
the inland to explore the enchanting Abruzzo’s castle in the sky in the charming village of
Roccascalegna, ranked by Condé Naste Traveler as one of the 9 Most Beautiful Hilltop Towns
in Italy

o After the big lunch at the farm, in the evening you may enjoy a dinner or aperitif on your
own in one of the many restaurants and wine bars of Vasto

Day 6 Friday Discover the fascinating Trabocchi coast, fish based aperitif on a trabocco
fishing hut, wine tasting, pizza & tiramisu family party & farewell dinner (meals included:
Breakfast, Tasting, Lunch, Cooking Lesson, Dinner)

o After breakfast we’ll drive along the famous Trabocchi coast

o We'll visit a trabocco (the symbol of the area), mostly built with acacia wood and railway iron
sleepers

e Weather permitting, Rinaldo our host will show us how to fish from it and the secrets and
history behind Abruzzo’s unique fishing platforms that have been featured in the BBC TV
show: Escape to the Continent

o During a seafood aperitif you will be able to relax breathing the sea breeze and taking some
photos of the many beautiful marine landscape

o Next we'll visit an award winning winery that sits between a marine park and the mountains.
We'll make a wine tasting and lunch with pairings from local cheeses and salami and a tour of
the vineyard and cellars organized by the winemakers Emanuele and Nicola

o After some free time to relax and pack or do a last minute shopping, we'll have a farewell party with
Fabrizio’'s family.

Would Fabrizio guide this trip or do you hand it over to a local guide?

Yes, Fabrizio will be happy to guide you to let you discover his Abruzzo although there may always be some
unforeseen event that may make it necessary to replace Fabrizio with another experienced and trusted Abruzzese

guide who has worked with Fabrizio for many years.
I can’t do hours of walking. Does this trip include hiking?

On a typical day there could be 0.5-1.5 hours (some days even few minutes) of slow and light walking (with stops to
see monuments, churches, piazzas, historical sites and so on, not hiking). Anyway, in every location if you feel tired
and don't want to walk too much, we'll be happy to give you suggestions to stop to wait for the rest of the group in a

nice bar or location in a beautiful piazza or a bench to enjoy the Italian atmosphere.

PICK UP AND DROP OFF
Pick up

The pick up at Rome Fiumicino airport (terminal 3) is planned at 12:30 pm on day 1. Normally
it takes 3-3,5 hours to drive to Vasto, our base on the Adriatic Coast for all the tours. The
duration of the trip depends on traffic (on Sunday, when most of our tours start, usually there is no
traffic) and if you need to stop at the motor service along the way for a snack or to go to the toilette.
It is a beautiful and relaxing driving crossing three National parks, from where you can see many
hilltop villages and the Apennines.

Please consider also this information:

e You can also reach Vasto or other destinations in Italy by bus or train. Please take a look
at this page. We'll organize the taxi transfer from/to Vasto train station (10 minutes driving) or
Vasto coach station to/from the hotel in Vasto (3 minutes driving).

o If you're having trouble finding a flight that best fits our schedule or want more time to recover
from jet lag, we point out that one solution (as several of our clients do) is to stay one night
before the start or after the end of the tour with us in hotels near the airport (we have no
agreements for hotels near airports, but here you can easily find and safely book the
accommodation that's right for you).

We recommend planning your transfer in advance to easily reach our meeting point at the airport
and start your tour without stress.

Pick up at hotel in central Rome or other area

If you arrive in Rome a few days before your tour with us and have booked accommodation in the
city center, we regret to inform you that, due to logistical reasons, we cannot arrange a direct
pick-up service at your _hotels. This is to avoid the inconvenience of multiple stops at different
hotels and to ensure that all tour participants receive the necessary information efficiently.

However, don't worry, reaching our meeting point at the airport is quite straightforward, and we
suggest a few convenient options:

1. For taxi services, you have the option to independently book one by dialing "Chiama
taxi +39 060609."
Alternatively, for added convenience and speed, you can arrange a taxi through your
hotel in the central area of Rome. When booking, request a taxi with fixed or regulated
fares. You can find more information and download the official app from the City of
Rome's website at this link: https://www.turismoroma.it/en/node/18690.
Additionally, for information on taxi fares starting from € 50 from the center of Rome,
you can refer to this link: https://romamobilita.it/itmuoversiaroma/muoversi-taxi.

2. The Leonardo Express is a direct train that connects Rome's Termini Station to
Fiumicino Airport. The journey time is about 32 minutes and the ticket cost is 14 euros
one way. The train arrives at Terminal 3, our meeting point, which is within easy walking
distance.

3. The Tiburtina regional train is another option to reach the airport from central Rome.
The trip takes about 50 minutes and the ticket cost is 8 euros one way. You'll find
additional information on fares, frequency, and schedules for regional trains on the
Italian railways' website: https://www.trenitalia.com/en.html or at the train station.

Meeting point Rome Fiumicino airport (terminal 3)

The meeting point is very easy, and you can find all the information in this file (it is an example to
see how easy it is). A few days before the tour starts, I'll send you a pdf with the update
information regarding the driver(s) contacts.

If you arrive at Rome Fiumicino a few days before, | recommend taking a look at the meeting point
in advance. This way, you'll feel more at ease in finding it later, even though it's already very easy
to locate.

Drop-off

For the drop-off to Rome we usually leave the hotel in Vasto after breakfast, at around 09:00
am so that we arrive at Rome Fiumicino airport at maximum 01:30 pm (if there is traffic, but it
normally takes 3-3,5 hours, anyway, please plan to get a flight after 3:00 pm). If anybody in the
group has an earlier flight, we could leave maximum 1 hour before (so at around 08:00 am) but we
make our evaluations from time to time. If there is any specific need, there are also public buses
that shuttle from Vasto to Rome Fiumicino (or the city center) earlier in the morning and by night
(take a look here). In this case we organize the taxi transfer from the hotel to Vasto coach station
(3 minutes driving).

Drop-off at Rome Hotels or Train Station

The standard drop-off location is at the airport of Rome Fiumicino, however, if you need to be
transported to a hotel in the center of Rome or near the airport of Rome, please specify this in the
booking form by providing the names of the hotels. During your stay with us, we will assess the
possibility and any additional costs (usually no more than € 60 per person/party) associated with
this service based on the number of requests and the driver's itinerary. Please note that we cannot
guarantee that we will be able to take you to your hotels, although we will do our best to
accommodate your needs.

Private pick-up and drop-off for group tours

Of course, we are always happy to support you to organize a private pick up/drop off only for you
to let you join our small group tours listed in our calendar. Please keep in mind that a private
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transfer (before or after the planned one) from Vasto to Rome airport or city center costs from €
350.

Connecting to or from another part of Italy

If you are connecting to or from another part of Italy we are happy to assist you in planning your
pre and post trip connections. If your planned arrival or departure does not coincide with the
specified meeting time we can assist you in booking a private transfer at an additional cost or
some extra nights in Vasto or Puglia.

Once a complete booking is made you may also contact us directly for further details and
assistance. We are always here to help and have the insider knowledge and on the ground
support to ensure you find the best option available to arrive or depart from your tour.

Make sure to arrive at the meeting point on time but don’t get stressed

Please note that all guests joining our tours are responsible for ensuring they make it to
the meeting point at 12:30 pm at Rome’s Fiumicino airport. Those who are unable to be
on time will not be guaranteed a transfer from Rome to Vasto and will have to seek other
arrangements to participate in the remainder of the tour. Anyway, don’t worry, there are
many daily public buses that with less than € 30 connect Rome Fiumicino airport or
Roma Termini coach station with Vasto or Sulmona as you can see here.

CANCELLATIONS

PROGRAM CHANGES
